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Teacher expectations have been defined as inferences that teachers make about

the future academic achievement of students. Some researchers differentiate
between two types of expectations—sustaining expectation effects and

self-fulfilling prophecies.
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John Dewey felt that the curriculum should ultimately produce students who

would be able to deal effectively with the modern world.
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
