"haves" and "have nots" regarding access to the Internet - limits its scope to a
binary classification of technology use by only considering whether someone does
or does not use the Internet, namely the first level of digital divide. The second
level of the digital divide concerns whether teachers and students frequently use
technology in classrooms (Attewell, 2001; Wayne, Zucker, & Powell, 2002).
Most importantly, the third level of the digital divide is whether each student is

empowered or knows how to use technology to better attain their life goals (Kim

& Kim, 2001).
